Returning to Stage 3 restrictions

Dear Friends,

This week’s decision to place metropolitan Melbourne and the Mitchell Shire areas back to Stage 3 lockdown for
the next six weeks from | 1:59pm Wednesday 8 July is sobering news. It is truly disheartening, and will bring
renewed distress to so many families and individuals.

In returning to Stage 3 restrictions ,sadly STM Church will need to be closed again to Mass and private

prayer; and the numbers allowed for funerals and weddings will be severely limited.

In the face of our own despondency and fears, our
fatigue and anxieties, may we learn to hold firm in faith and hope, and experience sustaining moments of love.
