Most of us at some time in our lives know the pain of being excluded, shut 

out, cut off.  We feel the hurt deep inside.  The wish to belong is one of the 

most powerful human desires.  Alone we can wither and die.  No wonder that 

belonging is a central theme in the Judaeo-Christian scriptures.  It is an espe-

cially vivid feature of the ministry of Jesus.  He is constantly welcoming, in-

clusive and hospitable. 

The tragic irony is that his open-hearted acceptance of all people, especially 

those who had been cast aside by either secular or religious authorities, led to 

his own exclusion and execution.  In todayôs Gospel we hear how Jesus is 

prepared to exchange places with an outcast.  The leper he touches and cures 

is free to take his place in society while Jesus is forced to move out to unin-

habited territory. 

Jesusô eventual death outside the city breaks down the barriers that keep us 

apart.  We are true disciples of his to the extent that we do everything that we 

can to welcome all to the table of life.
