Whatõs happening here & elsewhereé. 
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Baptisms   
These are held on the 1st & 3rd 

Sundays of each month at 11:15 

am or at any of the Parish Mass-

es on the 2nd, 4th or 5th Sundays.  

A compulsory preparation night for parents takes 

place on the first Tuesday of each month in the 

Parish Community Centre at 7:30 pm. Children to 

be baptised, and their families, are then invited to 

a Welcome Mass prior to Baptism where they are 

introduced to the Parish Community and wel-

comed by them. In order for this to happen, prep-

aration needs to begin at least 4-6 weeks before 

the Baptism, with a call to confirm parentsõ at-

tendance at the Preparation Night. When children 

of school age are to be baptised an extended 

preparation time is required.  

It is important to remember that Baptism is about 

the initiation of a child into a community of Faith 

or a community of Disciples. There is no such 

thing as a ôprivateõ Baptism... it is something done 

by the whole Church.
